COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS





AUGUST 1, 2016 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Chairman Roger Inman called the Monday August 1st, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Norm Weaver, Tom Tveit, Jim Hardwick and Bill M. Abernathy. County Manager Kevin Hipple and Sheriff Mike Leidholt were also present. The meeting began with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the agenda.

MINUTES: Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve the minutes of the July 18th, 2016 commission meeting.  All voted aye. Motion passed.
SPECIAL BUSINESS:  Law Enforcement Recognition: Hughes County declared August 1 to August 7, 2016 as Law Enforcement Appreciation Week. Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to approve the Law Enforcement Proclamation.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
COURTHOUSE AIR HANDLER REPAIR:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the bid from Service Experts for $1,400 to repair the bent mount on the blower, and replace the blower shaft, bearings, motor base, motor pulley and blower pulley on the first floor unit.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

TRIBAL RELATIONS BUILDINING SIDEWALK REPAIR:  Three Bids were received to repair the sidewalk and the drain at 302 E Dakota Ave.  T&L Construction $3,061.23; FRS Inc. $3,433.68; and Sharpe Enterprise $4,897.97.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Hardwick to approve the low bid from T&L Construction for $3,061.23.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
PERSONNEL:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to accept the resignation of Aaron James Whited Correction Officer for the Jail and advertise for a replacement.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve promoting Rob Brunmeier as the Highway Maintenance Lead Worker to Pay Grade 15 Step 4 $19.63 per hour starting August 2, 2016.

Moved by Weaver and seconded by Tveit to approve hiring Darrick Nitscke as a Highway Maintenance Worker at Pay Grade 14 Step Min $16.07 per hour pending Mr. Nitscke acquiring a Class A CDL, starting date of Sept 1, 2106.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
BRIDGE IMPROVEMENT GRANT AGREEMENTS:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve and authorize the chairman to sign the Bridge Improvement Grant funding agreement with the State of South Dakota Department of Transportation for preliminary engineering for structure numbers 33-440-102 & 33-340-016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
