COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS





JUNE 9, 2016 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


Chairman Roger Inman called the Thursday June 9, 2016 meeting of the Hughes County Board of Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Jim Hardwick, Tom Tveit, Norm Weaver and Bill M. Abernathy present. County Manager Kevin Hipple, Sheriff Mike Leidholt, Emergency Manager Rob Fines and States Attorney Wendy Kloeppner were also present. The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor Jon Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Hardwick to approve the agenda. All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve the minutes of the May 16, 2016 Commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed.
HIGHWAY 14P JURISDICTION TRANSFER AFGREEMENT:  Joel Jundt, Deputy Secretary for SD Department of Transportation met with the board explaining the agreement.   Hughes County would agree to take over that road, but SD DOT will continue to provide basic maintenance until such time as the asphalt has reached the end of its life. Then the County will provide gravel and the state will grind up the asphalt and mix in the gravel. At that point the County will take over all road maintenance. The only maintenance the County will take over before that will be mowing along that section of road. In exchange, the state will pay the County $300,000 to the Road & Bridge fund, which was calculated as the future maintenance costs for that road.  Moved by Hardwick and seconded by Weaver to approve and authorize the chairman to sign the agreement with the State of South Dakota and Resolution 2016-06.   All voted aye.  Motion passed.

Transfer and Acceptance of US 14P


WHEREAS, Hughes County and the South Dakota Department of Transportation are proposing to enter into an agreement in regard to transferring highway right-of-way, jurisdiction,  operational and maintenance responsibilities from the State to the County for public road purposes for US Highway 14P located from the east radius point of the intersection with US Highway 83 and 198 Street, between Section 11 and Section 14, east to 306 Avenue, and then south to the north radius point of the intersection of 306 Avenue and US Highway 14, between Section 13 and Section 14, all in Township 112 North, Range 77 West, of the 5th P.M., Hughes County, South Dakota. Total segment length is 1.071 miles;  


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Hughes County accepts the jurisdictional transfer, as referenced in the Maintenance Agreement and Jurisdiction Transfer between the State of South Dakota and Hughes County, South Dakota hereby executed by the Hughes County Commission in regular session;


FURTHER IT IS RESOLVED that the Chairperson on behalf of Hughes County is hereby authorized to execute the Maintenance Agreement and Jurisdiction Transfer between the State of South Dakota and Hughes County, South Dakota.  

SPRING CREEK RESORT FIREWORKS REQUEST:    David Healan from Spring Creek Resort appeared requesting a Hughes County Fireworks Public Display Permit to hold a fireworks display on July 3, 2016 in the Spring Creek area.  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the Fireworks Permit.  Healan acknowledged that he understood the burn ban would remain in place and they may have to cancel their event if conditions warrant.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
PERSONEL:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to accept the resignation of Carla Lantz, States Attorney Administrative Assistant effective July 15, 2016 and authorize advertising for her replacement.  Al voted aye.  Motion passed.
Moved by Tveit and seconded by Weaver to approve hiring Aaron James Whited, Corrections Officer for the Juvenile Corrections Services; Grade 14 Step Min $16.07 per hour beginning June 20, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.  

Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve hiring Danny Salter, Corrections Officer for the Jail; Grade 14 Step 5 $18.63 per hour starting date June 8, 2016   All voted aye.  Motion passed.


Moved by Weaver and seconded Hardwick to approve the resignation of Dalton Sack, Corrections Officer for the Jail effective June 30, 2016.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.

Moved by Weaver and seconded by Tveit to approve and the resignation of Brent Gill, Highway Maintenance Lead Worker effective June 30, 2016 and authorize advertising for a replacement. All voted aye.  Motion passed.

FIRST CONSIDERATION:  PLAT OF LOTS 3A & 3B, SUBDIVISION OF LOT 3 VENNER’S PEORIA HEIGHTS ADDITION:  Mark and Denise Venner appeared before the board requesting to replat Lot 3 of Venner’s Peoria Heights Addition from one 6.89 acre lot into two lots. Since there are currently three approaches on the south side of 200th Street in that half mile, Venner proposes that the two lots continue to share one approach with the adjoining Lot 4. In order to accomplish that, there is a 50 foot wide portion of Lot 3B which extends across the north side of Lot 3A to the lot line with Lot 4 and into the existing access easement.  The commission will have the final consideration on Monday, June 20, 2016 at 5:35 pm.
LAWN SERVICE FOR TOWER SITE:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to hire a lawn service to maintain the Snake Butte tower site and to work with Highway Superintendent Mike Meyers to rock and maintain spraying the weeds on the Hwy 34 tower site.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT PICKUP PURCHASE:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve the purchase of a 2016 Chevrolet Silverado 1500 Pickup from Beck Motor State Bid Contract 16865 for $30,818 for the Highway Department.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
ELECTION CANVASS: The Board canvassed the votes from the June 7, 2016 Primary Election.  A total of 3,981 votes were cast, Republican – 2, 804 ballots, Democrat – 1,064 ballots and Non-Political –113 ballots and 11 blank ballots. Moved by Weaver and seconded by Hardwick to accept the Canvass of Elections.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
PROPERTY TAX ABATEMENTS:  Moved by Hardwick and seconded by Abernathy to approve the Property Tax Abatement of $39.80 refunded for Maria Vasquez, Harmony Hills Addition Block 3 Lot 15 except S7’ & S14’ of Lot 16.  The mobile home was removed on September 1, 2015 and taken to the dump.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve the Property Tax Abatement for USA Army Corp of Engineers for $395.40 for Street Maintenance Fees for four properties in Southeast Pierre.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. All voted aye.  Motion passed.
DELIQUENT TAX AGREEMENT:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the Delinquent Property Tax agreement with Rod & Terry Fisher for Wells Second Addition Block 30 Lots 25 - 28 paying $400.00 per month on their delinquent taxes.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
STEP INCREASES:  Moved by Weaver and seconded by Abernathy to approve the following Step increases for April: Elizabeth Reinhart, Jail Corrections Officer, Step 14 Grade 6 - $19.09 per hour;  Misty Burton, Juvenile Detention Corrections Officer, 14 Step 6 - $19.09 per hour;  Michael Joe Sharkey, Juvenile Detention Corrections Officer Grade 14 Step 4 - $18.17 per hour.  May:  Christopher Gross, Deputy Sheriff, Grade 16 Step 2 – $20.17 per hour;   Douglas Cook, Jail Corrections Officer, Grade 14 Step 1 - $16.87 per hour; Ron Pozarnzky, Jail Corrections Officer, Grade 14 Step 1 - $16.87 per hour. June:  Graham Oey, Assistant States Attorney, Grade 21 Step 4 - $64,778.08 annually.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
RESCUE SERVICES AGREEMENT:  Moved by Hardwick and seconded by Abernathy to approve and authorize the chairman to sign the Rescue Service Agreement with the City of Pierre removing the automatic 2% annual increase.    All voted aye.  Motion passed.
OAHE ELECTRIC BUILDING PERMITS REQUEST:  Hughes County will attempt to notify Oahe Electric with new construction only.
CLAIMS: Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the following claims.    All voted aye.  Motion passed. 

BUDGET HEARING: July 13 is the scheduled date for budget hearing. The commission will have their regular meeting at 8 am, and budget hearings beginning at 10 am. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Weaver to go into executive session to discuss Care of the Poor SDCL 1-25-2(3) & HIPPA. Chairman Inman declared the commission out of executive session. All voted aye. Motion passed.
