COMMISSIONER PROCEEDINGS





JANUARY 3, 2017 HUGHES COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA


The Board of Hughes County Commissioners held the first regular meeting of 2017 on Monday, January 3, 2017 at 5:30 PM with members Roger Inman, Bill M. Abernathy, Tom Tveit and Jim Hardwick present. Commissioner Norm Weaver was absent.  County Manager Kevin Hipple, Sheriff Mike Leidholt, Director of Equalization Melissa Flottmeyer, Highway Superintendent Mike Meyer, Emergency Management Director Rob Fines, and State’s Attorney Wendy Kloeppner were also present. The meeting began with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance.
AGENDA: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Hardwick to approve the agenda adding the purchase of a new patrol car for Sheriff’s office. All voted aye.  Motion passed.

MINUTES: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Hardwick to approve the minutes of the December 30, 2016 commission meeting. All voted aye. Motion passed.
OATH OF OFFICE:  Judge John Brown administered the Oath of Office to Commissioner Roger Inman, Coroner Charles Walker and States Attorney Wendy Kloeppner.

ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN/VICE CHAIRMAN for 2017:  Commissioner Inman opened up the nominations for Chairman for 2017.  Commissioner Abernathy nominated Commissioner Weaver to serve as Chairman and Commissioner Tveit seconded the nomination.  Commissioner Tveit moved to cast a unanimous vote for Commissioner Weaver to serve as Chairman of the Commission in 2017 and Commissioner Hardwick seconded. All voted aye. Motion passed.  

Commissioner Inman opened up the nominations for Vice Chairman. Commissioner Abernathy nominated Commissioner Inman to serve as Vice Chairman for 2017, Commissioner Tveit moved to cease the nomination and cast a unanimous vote for Commissioner Inman to serve as Vice Chairman in 2017.
