Chairman Norm Weaver called the Monday May 7, 2018 meeting of the Hughes County Board of 
Commissioners to order at 5:30 PM with members Tom Tveit, Roger Inman, and Bill M. Abernathy 
present.  Commissioner Hardwick was absent. Director of Planning and Zoning Eric Booth, States 
Attorney Roxanne Hammond, and County Manager Kevin Hipple were also present.  The meeting began 
with a prayer by Pastor John Fette and the Pledge of Allegiance.  
 
AGENDA:   Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to approve the agenda removing the Bridge 
Grants and Tax Deed to the City of Pierre for 412 S Brule St.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
  
MINUTES: Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve the minutes of the April 16, 2018 
Commission meeting.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
  
Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve the April 16, 2018 minutes and the April 26, 
2018 minutes for the County Board of Equalization. All voted aye. Motion passed. Commissioner Tveit 
abstained from the vote. 
 
Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve the April 16, 2018 minutes for the Consolidated 
Board of Equalization.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENT:  None 
 
PUBLIC HEARING:  MALT BEVERAGE LICENSES:  Time set for 5:35 PM for a public 
hearing for Malt Beverage Licenses:  Previous licenses for these businesses were repealed and replaced 
with RB on-off malt beverage license:  Spring Creek Ventures LLC – 28229 Spring Creek Place; Triple 
M Travel Plaza – 29265 E. Hwy 14, and Etzkorn Goose Camp – 21444 Catfish Pl.  No one appeared to 
testify. Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve and authorize the chairman to sign the 
RB on-off malt beverage licenses for Spring Creek Ventures, Triple M Travel Plaza and Etzkorn Goose 
Camp.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
 
MALT BEVERAGE LICENSE RENEWALS:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman approve 
and authorize the chairman to sign the following renewal applications for RB malt beverage license: Grey 
Goose Store – 28886 Merry Rd; Junction, Inc. – 19865 US Hwy 14. All voted aye. Motion passed. 
 
WEED AND PEST BOARD APPOINTMENT:  Moved by Inman and seconded by Tveit to approve 
appointing Bruce Helbig to the Weed and Pest Board replacing Arnie Webb.  All voted aye.  Motion 
passes. 
 
CERTIFY FALCON RIDGE ROAD DISTRICT:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to 
approve the Order of Organization and Incorporation of the Falcon Ridge Road District.  All voted aye.  
Motion passed. 
 
PUBLIC HEARING:  VARIANCE REQUEST; APPROACH FOR THAD & CAROLINE 
UECKER:  Time set for 5:40 PM for a public hearing. Thad & Caroline Uecker appeared before the 
commission requesting a variance to the approach ordinance to allow a shared approach on the dividing 
line of Outlots 4 & 5 on the east side of Dry Run Road.  Moved by Inman and seconded by Abernathy to 
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approve the variance and agree with staff findings and that a hardship exists.  All voted aye.  Motion 
passed. 
 
ROAD STRIPING AGREEMENT:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the Road 
Striping agreement between Hughes County and the State of SD for approximately 6.3 miles in Hughes 
County.  Hughes County‘s portion will be $4,045.47.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
 
PLANNING & ZONING: FIRST READING:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Tveit to set a 
public hearing on May 21 at 5:30 pm as a joint meeting with the City and County to rezone from Ag C to 
Ag A and the Plat of T & C Uecker Tract 1, a replat of the N1/2 NE SE NE, a portion of the N1/2 NW 
SE NE and Lot 8, ASA Lots all in the NE Sec 7 110-78.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.   
 
PROPERTY TAX ABATEMENT:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve the 
abatement of $1,213.05 for the 2017 payable in 2018 taxes for Marsha & Lyman Chase Fifth Railway 
Addition Block 56 W2’ of Lot 26 and all Lots 27 & 28 to the City of Pierre.  The home was removed 
from Owner Occupied status in error.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
 
CONTINGENCY TRANSFER:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Inman to approve the contingency 
transfer of $17,428.45 to the Court Appointed Attorney Fund.  All voted aye.  Motion passed. 
 
BUDGET CASH TRANSFERS:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Inman to approve the budget cash 
transfers of $45,000 from General Fund to the Emergency Management Fund; $300,000 from General 
Fund to the Road & Bridge Fund; $15,000 from General Fund to Rural Fire Fund; $368,798.85 from 
General Fund to the Debt Service Fund ($289,888.85 Principal and $78,910.00 interest); $50,684.48 
from the Harrold TIF Fund with $25,342.24 to the Road & Bridge Fund and 25,342.24 to Harrold 
Terminal.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.  
  
SDDA SITE ANALYSIS AGREEMENT:  Moved by Tveit and seconded by Abernathy to approve 
and authorize the chairman to sign an agreement with the South Dakota Department of Agriculture for 
access to the county site analysis program data and to designate County Manager Kevin Hipple and 
Planning and Zoning Director Eric Booth to have access to that data.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.    
 
MISSOURI SHORES CERTIFICATION:  Moved by Abernathy and seconded by Inman to approve 
and authorize the chairman to sign the Emergency Solutions Grants Program Local Government 
Certification for the Missouri Shores Domestic Violence Center.  All voted aye.  Motion passed.
